
Dear friends in Christ,

Before we get to
Christmas, the
Church observes the
season of Advent.

Advent is for the Church a time of reflec-
tion, of preparation, of awe and of wonder
and even of fear and trembling. Our
Redeemer is coming. The reason we need
a Redeemer is because we have fallen into
sin and death. Jesus’ coming is a judgment
on us even as it is our salvation.

The call of Advent is the cry of John the
Baptist; “Prepare the way of the Lord!"
Preparing for Jesus’ coming certainly
includes the usual festivities: decorating,
shopping, gathering with friends and loved
ones, joining in the secular festivities of the
world. Advent, however, runs even deeper
than that.

We are called to look inside and prepare a
way for God. The Rev. Canon Kenneth
McDonald, a venerable priest in my last
congregation, used a wonderful image in
one of his sermons. He was preaching on
Isaiah’s prophecy:

“In the wilderness prepare the way of the
Lord,

make straight in the desert a highway for
our God.

Every valley shall be lifted up,
and every mountain and hill be made low;

the uneven ground shall become level,
and the rough places a plain.”

He reminded us that the rough places, the
high mountains, and the low places all exist
in our own hearts. If we want to greet the
coming Lord we must invite God to pre-
pare a way in our own hearts. Advent
invites us to open ourselves to the trans-
forming power of God.

In Advent we prepare to receive a gift of
indescribable magnitude. God is coming to
live among us as a human being; to live
with us, to suffer and die like us, to be
raised from the dead so that we may be
joined with him in eternal life. This gift
that God gives requires that we pause and
reflect! Advent invites us to meditate on
and revel in the goodness of God.

The Church celebrates Advent as a reflec-
tive time in deliberate contrast to the unre-
strained opulence of the secular culture.

• The Church is not selling us anything so
we do not need to be whipped into a
Christmas shopping frenzy.

• The Church has learned to wait on the
Lord. The consumer culture waits on
nothing!

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The Vestry Report Jenny Shutt, recording secretary

The Vestry Meeting was held on
Wednesday, November 18, 2009. Father
Wilson called the meeting to order and
after the opening prayers, the Treasurer’s
report was submitted by Mary Page
Gwaltney. She reviewed the October 2009
financial statements, and stated that
pledges continue to be down. Expenses are
in line for this time of year. The General
Fund CD has been cashed in and the funds
are being held in a designated account
pending a decision from the Budget and
Finance Committee.

Senior Warden’s Report: Frank West
reported that the nominating committee
already has several names on the list for
potential new vestry members.

He reported that the stewardship cam-
paign is going well, and so far St. John’s has
64 pledges and 50% of those people have
increased their pledge.

Junior Warden’s Report: Bill Jackson
reported that the coffee maker, and the
timer on the front lights have been
repaired. The elevator is well underway
and the concrete has been poured. He has
looked into getting a new microphone for
the deacons, and will choose one soon.

The Christmas offering needs to be desig-
nated. Wilson asked that a portion be set
aside for new acolyte robes which he has
paid for from the discretionary fund.
$581.20 was approved to be set aside for
that use. Use of the remainder of the funds
will be discussed at a later date.

The interest from the annual endowment
fund was discussed; half of the withdrawal
will go to the general fund and half will go
to Bedford Domestic Violence Services.
Funds should be available in January.

Following the committee reports, Wilson
reported that the DOK has offered to spon-
sor a Forgiveness Seminar featuring Dr.
Everett Worthington on March 6th. This
would tie in with the Lenten Program. It
was agreed that this would be a nice pro-
gram to have and there was a great deal of
interest.

He then read a letter from Jenny Green
thanking the vestry for the funds from the
Yard Sale to be used by the altar guild for
Sacristy renovations. The meeting closed
with prayer at 7:55 pm.

Tri Diocesan Fall Camp

The keynote speaker was The Rev. Dr.
Margaret Guenther. She is a writer mainly
focusing on prayer and reflection. The Rt.
Rev. David Jones led a workshop on “Gifts
of the Holy Spirit” and what it means in our
lives.

Around St. John’s (cont.)
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Wines & Words by Michael Cross

I read Captain Corelli’s Mandolin when it
was first published in 1993 and I was
enthralled. Here is a novel about love and
the beauty of music set against a back-
ground of war and brutality. During the
Second World War, the Italians occupied
the Greek island of Cephalonia until, in
1943, they withdrew from the war and

signed an armistice with the
allies. The Germans, deter-
mined that the island
should not be re-taken by
the Greeks, invaded the
island and massacred 5,000
Italian troops (technically

prisoners-of-war, and their axis allies).
These are the historical facts which form
the background. However the main pur-
pose of the novel is to explore various facets
of love and the effect it has on the novel’s
characters. The author, Louis de Bernières,
examines the love between Pelagia and her
father, Dr. Iannis, and compares it with the
passionate lust between Pelagia and the
handsome young fisherman, Mandras. This,
in turn, is compared with the slowly-devel-
oping love between Pelagia and Captain
Corelli, who is in the Italian army (and
hence her enemy). [Here’s a lovely quote:
Love is what is left when the passion is gone.]

Meanwhile, Carlo is a huge, good-natured
Italian soldier who joined the army to find a
lover. He does, but (in one of the novel’s
most appalling passages) Francesco is
killed. Carlo then falls in love with Captain

Corelli and, in an act of supreme bravery, he
dies, saving Corelli’s life. The author handi-
ly proves his point that all that is fine and
lovely is destroyed by the brutality of
squalor of war. You will need to look long
and hard to find a more gripping tale of the
contrast between love and war.

A slight departure from wines this month. I
recently found a bottle of Armagnac in
Kroger. Many people enjoy brandy, much
of which is drunk “for medicinal purposes”.
It forms the basis of many mixed drinks,
including the famous “Horses’s Neck” –
brandy and ginger ale. It is also an outstand-
ing after-dinner drink. Most of the brandy
we drink comes from the Cognac region of
France, and it is often referred to simply as
“Cognac”. However, another region of
France also makes an excellent brandy –
Armagnac. Armagnac is less sophisticated
than Cognac, but I am happy to put up with
the loss of smoothness in order to savour
the more complex and earthy aroma. This
struggle between harshness and flavour
makes Armagnac the perfect drink to
accompany the tensions in Captain
Corelli’s Mandolin. If you like good brandy
please try Armagnac but please don’t mix it
with ginger ale!
